proven that people who are mindful

are not only happier, they are also healthier. Mindfulness is
the concept that a person notices, without judgement, in the
present moment. We accept the moment for what it is. With
a calm mind, we are empowered to handle the situations

in which we find ourselves, even when they are difficult or
uncomfortable.

SENSORY PERCEPTIONS

One of the easiest ways to practice being mindful is to use
our sensory perceptions. What do you see in the moment?2
What can you smell2 What are you able to hear and what
can the sounds tell you about your environmente What can
you taste in the momente What are you able to touch in this
moment2 And how do you feel in this moment, where is your
energy directed?2 What kind of mood are you in2 Knowing
how you feel, without judgement, helps us to make conscious
decisions as to how we will respond.

When we are being mindful we are not regretting the past
or anxiously awaiting the future. Our minds
are calmer, and our emotions are more easily
regulated in a peaceful presence. The breath
is the gateway to being mindful. Taking slow
deep inhales, pausing, and allowing full exhales,
then pausing again has a calming effect on
the nervous system. When our nervous system is
calm, we are better able to think clearly, and
we make better decisions.

Helping students become better readers is critical in helping them become successful in high school and beyond. In
Elmira City School District elementary schools, helping students achieve this goal is fruly the focus. Our teachers and the
curriculum that we're using are making a fremendous difference in our students’ skills.

Building partnerships between our primary and infermediate schools has been an important part in helping our students
succeed. We have established a teacher leader structure which has helped teachers share and work together. These
partnerships have been critical in building our overall system!

PAWGSITIVE READING “ADOPT A PET" PROGRAM

Mrs. Klotz is promoting PAWSITIVE reading
with first graders of Fassett Elementary!
Just before Winter Recess, students
adopted ‘pets’ and have commited to
reading 20 minutes every day to help
care for them. Mrs. Klotz's classroom
aide donated the stuffed animals and
the classroom was infroduced to their
pets during their ELA circle time. Students
selected their own animals and spent
time learning how to care for their new
pets! Of course, stories are the best for
their new friends!
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The experiences that students have in primary schools
are supporting the students in being successful in
intfermediate schools and beyond. The curriculum in our
K-2 schools provides students with a chance to build their
reading skills while greatly expanding their background
knowledge. Teachers have spent over 1000 hours working
fogether to ensure that the instruction is being used in

a way that builds student literacy skills. The curriculum
helps students build their skills while also building their
knowledge and it's helping our students be fotally ready
for jumping info third grade curriculum.

Confinuing fo support literacy in our intermediate

schools is also a big focus. Based on their needs,

students can receive additional support in building

their comprehension skills or in identifying the words
(decoding). Students who are able to read but need
support in comprehension receive Read 180 instruction.
Students who need help identifying words receive System
44, Both programs allow students to interact with their
teacher in a small group setting, read independently and
work on the computer at their own level. These programs
do an excellent job of providing the students with exactly
what they need while also encouraging them to read
terrific books. This process has fruly made a fremendous
difference in our students’ reading abilities.

Focusing on literacy in the Elmira City School District is
critical for student success! We're so excited to have
a program that supports students at every level in

My Brother's Keener

My Brother’s Keeper | Changing the Narrative

New this year, the Elmira City School District has submitted a proposal for a grant to
address persistent opportunity gaps facing boys and young men of color and to ensure
all youth can reach their full potential. The *My Brother's Keeper Alliance” program will
focus on building safe and supportive communities for boys and young men of color
where they feel valued and have clear pathways to opportunity.

“My Brother's Keeper” prioritizes programming that helps boys and young men of
color to reach their full potential. In EImira, the grant will fund the Check and Connect
Project (C&C), serving young men of color at the secondary level. The C&C Project will
support participants with proactive interventions, tiered for each students’ needs.

A team of trained community and student mentors will help guide students through a
transition program to graduation, internship opportunities, college preparation and job
experiences. The program includes academic tutoring, credit recovery and college/
career awareness and readiness activities. These new supports will include both
individual and small group counseling.

Elmira’s Community Schools initiative utilizes strong community partnerships to provide
mental health and social services to students and families as well as extended learning
enrichment. From after-school programs to promote the development of positive
character traits to social-emotional assets, students will participate in Adventure-Based
Learning, which fosters qualities such as resilience, tenacity, and teamwork; and small
group and individual sessions that teach conflict resolution, decision-making, and study
skills. Our well-established Community Schools partners will play a critical role in the “My
Brother’'s Keeper” grant program.

ABOUT THE NEW YORK STATE ‘MY BROTHER'S KEEPER' INITIATIVE

In 2014, former President Barack Obama established the My Brother's Keeper (MBK) Task
Force at the federal level. The Task Force was an interagency effort focused on closing
and eliminating the opportunity gaps faced by boys and young men of color so that alll
young people have the chance o reach their full potential.

With the adoption of the 2016-2017 New York State Budget, New York became the first
state to accept the President’s challenge and enacted the My Brother's Keeper initiative
into law. The budget included a $20 million investment in support of the initiative to
improve outcomes for boys and young men of color.

The New York State My Brother’'s Keeper Community Network includes more than 20
member communities that have joined the growing initiative to improve outcomes for
boys and young men of color.

What Our Pre-K Teachers Want Parents to Know

As we look ahead to Pre-K Registration for the start of the 2020-2021 school year, we

sat down with four of our EImira Pre-Kindergarten teachers to learn more about what they, as veteran educators,
want parents to know when preparing therr little tikes for big school! With a combined 81 years of teaching, this
group of pre-k teachers is a treasure trove of knowledge and understands exactly the most valuable ways children
should spend the first few years of their lives.

Maybe surprising, most of our educator’s thoughts weren't about the ABC’s but were more about the social and
emotional development of your littles. Let’s face it, children ages three and four have the rest of their lives to focus
on academics. Research, time and time again, has proven that the most successful students aren’t pushed too hard
tfoo early, they have an opportunity to interact with their peers, and their parents and family nurture them with love
and support.

Starting school is a big step for a child, and parents can play an essential role in preparing their children for this new
experience. What we want most is for you to encourage a love for learning with your little ones! Here are a few
simple strategies to ensure a smooth fransition fo school!

SOCIAL AND EMOTIONAL LEARNING

Children learn social and emotional knowledge at home first by observing what's happening around them. Most
of what they will learn how to do socially, emotionally, academically and behaviorally will come through imitating
others.

e Sharing is a vital life skill. It's something foddlers and children need to learn so they can make and keep friends
and play cooperatively.

e Taking turns is an important part of communication development for young children. When children learn to
take turns, they learn the basic rhythm of communication.

¢ How to be a friend is something children need to learn in order to build friendship skills. These are skills like sharing,
taking turns, cooperating, listening to others, managing disagreement and negotiating different ways of thinking
about things.

e Self-Regulation is the seed we plant that allows children to grow into adults who can manage their emofions,
thoughts and behaviors. If we give children strategies to stay calm in stressful situations, they develop strong
habits that they can apply in the future.

¢ Problem Solving is foundational to a child’s learning capacity. Independence is key, encouraging creative play
and teaching kids problem solving skills by presenting a few age-appropriate options for them to choose from
with guidance.




FAMILY ENGAGEMENT

As educators, first and foremost we want our children
to love learning new things. After all, where there’s

a will, there’s a way. Instiling a love for learning by
engaging with your children daily will prove beneficial
over their entire lifetime.

Reading to your child is one of the most engaging
ways fo connect. Reading aloud has clear cognitive
benefits too, strengthening the part of the brain
associated with visual imagery, story comprehension
and word meaning. Spend fime fogether reading at
bed time and throughout the day.

Singing fo children is a proven strategy for
engagement and communication. Singing
encourages a child to express their emotions and
sharpens their ability fo communicate with you!

Nursery rhymes are important for young children
because they help develop an ear for language and
promote pre-literacy skills. And they are fun o sing
fogether.

Creative play helps a child develop skills that enable
them to share their thoughts, feelings and ideas.

Let them be kids by playing in a safe and creative
environment!

Storytelling is one of the best ways to teach lessons,
encourage conversation and promote your child’s
imagination. Telling stories is a great way to improve
children's oral fluency and help them understand
concepts that underpin literacy and literature.

Coloring with your child is a fun activity that
encourages hand strength and dexterity! Hand
strength is important for fine motor skills, especially
handwriting. Writing fakes strength, and coloring helps
exercise these muscles.

APPROPRIATE CHILDHOOD DEVELOPMENT

Early childhood development begins at birth. A child’s
ability to explore and think about the world around
them helps them to develop wonderful skills optimized
for learning. A walk in the woods or down a city street
together offers lots of opportunities for stimulating a
child's mind. Cardboard boxes offer more opportunities
for developing creativity than many toys purchased
(especially digital screens). The lists above are all skills
and activities that will help your child develop fine and
gross motor skills as well as life skills. From independent
dressing and toileting, to age appropriate “jobs”
around the house, safe creative play and generous
encouragement will help your children to develop
positive self-esteem.

brown frout. Ninth graders of Ernie Davis Academy, studying Environmental Science, will
release the frout this spring during a school field trip.

During the year each teacher tailors the program to curricular needs. Therefore, each program

is unique. Trout in the Classroom has interdisciplinary applications in science, social studies,
mathematics, language arts, fine arts and physical education.

ABOUT THE TROUT IN THE CLASSROOM

The New York Trout in the Classroom program is a conservation-oriented environmental
education program for elementary, middle, and high school students. Trout in the Classroom
fosters a sensitivity about the importance of our shared water resources by engaging students
on both ends of the water tunnel in incubating frout eggs and raising trout from eggs to
fingerlings. Students closely monitor water temperature, water clarity, dissolved oxygen,
ammonia levels and pH to ensure the survival of their trout.

Beyond an academic understanding, students grow fo love and care for their tfrout. As the
program progresses, students learn fo see connections between trout, water resources, the
environment and themselves. They also study the nearby forest habitaft.

This coming spring, students will gather together at watershed streams to release their frout
after a school year filled with lessons about watersheds, the source of their drinking water and
the need to work together to protect water quality.
